The Action Plan for Economic Structure Reform

(Summary)

May 1997

I. Development of an Environment Favorable to New Business Activities

I1. Creation of a business environment that is attractive to Japanese as well as foreign companies

I11. Restraint of the public burden from the standpoint of maintaining economic vitality

(Annex) The 15 new and growth fields

Responding to the direction of Prime Minister Ryutaro Hashimoto, the Japanese Government adopted the Program for
Economic Structure Reform in December 1996 in the form of a Cabinet decision. This program was designed to serve as
the basis for the operation of future policies concerned with economic structure reform. Work on implementation of the
Program has been proceeding steadily, including formulation of the FY 1997 budget and the submission of the relevant
legislation to the Diet. This plan, the Action Plan for Economic Structure Reform, has just been established to ensure that
thorough reform of the economic structure continues to be undertaken firmly and immediately by further clarifying
schedules and otherwise making the Program more concrete, for the most part with the year 2001 in mind as a goal.

In addition, to effectively reform the economic structure, the Government will follow up on the Action Plan each year,

including examination of the implementation of the plan, the domestic and international situation, and the progress of the
zconomic structure reform.

The new measures and the upgrading of existing measures which appear in the Action Plan are summarized below.
[. Development of an Environment Favorable to New Business Activities

(1) The 15 new and growth fields

(Implementation of programs for developing an environment conducive to the creation of new business activities in new
fields with growth potential)

Adopted as a medium-term plan to cover the period up until the year 2001, each of those programs will serve as the basis
on which the relevant ministries and agencies will work together to formulate measures.

Development of a system through which the relevant ministries and agencies will cooperate to respond to issues involved in
setting up business activities on a one-stop, fast-track basis, such as inquiries from companies.

1) Funds

The supply of capital to new business activities will be made more smooth through further vitalization of financial and
capital markets by resolute implementation of the Financial System Reform and development of venture investment
partnership systems and other systems.

<Highlights>

*+ As part of the Financial System Reform, the ban will be lifted as soon as possible on securities companies’ handling of
initial public offering and solicitation of investment of unregistered and unlisted stocks through means such as regulatory
revisions by the Japan Securities Dealers Association, which is scheduled to be completed by around June 1997.

+» With a view to facilitating the capital flow from pension funds to venture companies, the issue of venture investment

partnerships will be examined during FY 1997, and any necessary measures will be taken on the basis of the outcome of
these examinations.

(i11) Human resources, technology
Cooperation aimong industry, academia and government
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Comprehensive systemic reforms will be developed to realize goals such as the following:
(1) Diverse and practical development of human resources

(2) Utilization of the R&D capabilities of universities, national research

institutes, etc.

» » Comprehensive promotion (from FY 1998) of efforts supporting cooperation between industry and academia with
regard to the introduction of internships (the co-operative education partnership: work experience for students as a part of
their education).

= » Support of R&D and other efforts by academic societies and associations toward development of a standard academic
curriculum for engineering education.

» » Early examination of wide-ranging measures to promote the

development of human resources to carry on venture businesses (1o be concluded during FY 1997).

+ « Early development by non-government-related parties of joint R&D facilities within the sites of national research
institutes and national universities.

+ » Examination (during FY 1997) of measures for the flexibles * introduction of private funds into national research
institutes.

Development of a comprehensive intellectual property strategy

(iv) Promotion of an advanced information and telecommunications society

The years up until FY2001 will be designated as a preparatory period for the vitalizing realization of an advanced
information and telecommunications society. Over this period, all of the various measures needed will be formulated, in
parallel with the private sector’s efforts, in an intensive effect, to upgrade Japan's information and telecommunications to the
highest level in the world. In addition to the establishment of this basic direction, a concrete action plan is determined as
follows (also taking into consideration the development of an environment suitable to new issues arising as a result of the
development of an advanced information and telecommunications society, such as violations of privacy).

+ » Promotion of network infrastructure development, including the seamless connection of the various types of digitalized
network infrastructure (wired and wireless, mobile and stationary), and the construction of a "total digital network” in step
with the digitalization of broadcasting.

- Promotion of private investment over the preparatory period up to the year 2000 toward early nationwide provision of an
optic fibre network.

- Development of a practical subscription-based wireless access system.

- Development of a practical ultrahigh-speed, high-quality mobile communications system which allows smooth connection
with the optic fibre network.

- Promotion of R&D toward realization of a practical global multimedia mobile satellite communications system early in
the 2000's . .

- With regard to the digitalization of terrestrial broadcasting, promotion of the necessary measures with the purpose of
setting up relevant technical and regulatory frameworks, etc. so that digital broadcasting can be Jaunched no later than the
year 2000.

- Promotion of private sector use of public facilities and spaces * « such as roads, rivers, and sewerage, as well as of optic
fibre networks used for the management of public facilities, and their holding space (information duct, etc.), under the
principle of private sector initiative in optic fibre networks.

+ « Examination and taking every necessary measure concerning institutional 1ssues - for example, contractual law,* *
consumer protection-related systems, "electronic money"-related systems, and a response to new forms of crime -toward
thorough dissemination of electronic commerce in all areas, including between companies and between companies and
consumers, by around the year 2001.

As part of this effort:

- Launching in around FY 1998 of work on electronic certification and notarization systems based on the commercial
registration system and the notarization system, as well as on the development of laws related to these matters; examination
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of certification systems, including a certification business which would certify individuals and content through information

- Examination of the establishment of systems during FY 1997 for the appropriate protection of individual credit
information, with the intention to reaching an early conclusion.

The supply systems of Japan's electric utility industry will be reviewed with a view to further introduction of the principle

of competition in electric utilities, bearing in mind the actual regulatory reform in foreign countries. The following two

points represent further work in this direction.

- Examination of the system in the area of electric power generation so as to make power sources development plans of

electric utilities compete with the plans of Electric Power Development Co. or IPPs under equal conditions (within a year) .
" - Examination of the formation of power distribution facilities (transmission and conversion sectors) (within 1997).

In addition to the revision of electricity rates as early as possible in 1998, the succeeding revision will be expected to be
made in the year 2000.

Petroleum

In terms of petroleum policy as a whole, while giving consideration to such issues as the maintenance of security, market
principles should be further introduced through such means as strengthening linkage with the international market and
deregulation and system reforms allowing substantial reductions in supply costs should be implemented in around 2001.

- From the fall of 1997, the Petroleum Council will consider the following issues, while paying close attention to changes in
the petroleum market following the abolition of the Law on Provisional Measures for the Import of Specific Petroleum
Products:

(i) Development of competitive conditions in the petroleum refining industry for competition in the international market:
(ii) Improvement of practicality and efficiency of stockpiling;

(ii1) Development of an environment encouraging the increased stability and economic effectiveness of crude oil
procurement;

(iv) Emergency measures, etc.

Gas
- Examination within a year of regulations on large-scale supply including the range of the large-scale supply of gas with
continued thought given to the provision of conditions for competition between companies; examination within a year of

opportunities for customer's choice between city gas and competitive energy; any measures, if necessary, wil} be formulated
based on this examination.

[Information and Telecommunications])
A more competitive market in the telecommunications sector will be formed by creating the conditions for fair and effective
competition and by instituting drastic deregulation related to telecommunications companies, secking to eliminate of the

disparity between foreign and domestic levels by around 2001 in terms of tariff levels for domestic and international
telecommunications as well as the upgrading and diversification of services.

- Once a fair and effective competitive environment has been established, the authorization system for telecommunications
tariff will be revised, with incentive regulations (price caps, yardsticks, etc.) examined leading to actual introduction in
around FY 1999,

- In response to the formulation of connection rules, a connection-related accounting system will be introduced by FY 1999,
and tariff calculation methods will be revised by FY1999; in addition, when connection rules are revised, which will be
completed by around FY 2000, the introduction of a long-term incremental cost calculation system will be examined on the

basis of the views of concerned parties and the examination of foreign examples, etc., with a decision made on the handling
of such a system.

[Finance}

With regard to drastic reform of financial system, the amendment of the Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Contro} Law
is the front-runner of the reform. In order to complete the necessary measures, such as deregulations, as soon as possible, in
June 1997, the Securities and Exchange Council, the Financial System Research Council and the Insurance Council, etc.
will reveal the entire schedule of the reform which must be completed by 2001.

Revision of the Factory Location Law will be conducted by the end of September 1997 on the basis of the deliberations of
the Advisory Committee on Factory Location and Industrial Water, after which a bill will be submitted to the next ordinary
session of the Diet concerning measures needed for immediate revision of the Law, with the proposed revisions based on

the discussion of the Advisory Committee on the Promotion of Decentralization. Specific measures on other relevant issues
will also be taken during FY 1997.

foundation for the development of a new Japanese economy and the creation of an internationally attractive business
environment.

+ » On the basis of the "Comprehensive Program of Logistics Policies”, ministries and agencies will work together toward
the creation by the year 2001 of an internationally comparable level of logistics services, including cost aspects,
comprehensively promoting logistics measures for the strategic and efficient placing of infrastructure, the promotion of
deregulation, and the development of a sophisticated logistics systems.

» « Comprehensive review of frameworks for regulations on urban planning and construction in order to promote urban
reconstruction; in particular, implementation in FY 1997, after legislative revision in the current Diet session, of
deregulation of the building-to-land ratio to contribute to the supply of medium-high apartment houses.

5. Maintenance and Development of Agglomeration of Regional Industries and Accumulation of Creative Skills

Measures will be steadily implemented based on the legislation of the Law on Temporary Measures for Activation of
Specific Regional Industrial Agglomerations and of the amendment of the Law for Promoting the Development of Regional
Employment, as a first step toward comprehensive policy development. Comprehensive and thorough measures will be
promoted for the securing and fostering of high-quality human resources involved in creative skills.

In implementing these measures, close cooperation will be maintained between industrial policies of the Ministry of
International Trade and Industry, public investment policies of the Ministry of Construction on road and other projects, and
policies for employment and skills development of the Ministry of Labor, etc.

<Highlights>

+ » Improvement of understanding of creative skills (hands-on experience, factory visits).

+ » Examination during FY 1997 of the introduction of a cross-regional internship system between areas of agglomeration
of regional industry and the educational institutions of other regions, etc. in order to support cross-regional employment;
early implementation of the necessary measures.

« « Registration of persons with high levels of skill and techniques, including older and highly-experienced technical and
skilled workers; development of support systems for the promotion of technology and skills training and education.

6. Vitalization of city centers

City centers, where urban functions such as commerce, business, traffic and housing tend to agglomerate to some extent, are
important in developing regional areas, providing ferule ground in which new industries can develop new areas of business.
However, in recent years, the number of city residents has been decreasing, and there has been significant worsening of the
traffic environment compared with city outskirts, and also the commercial functions in city centers have been hollowing

out; thus provoking the gradual decline and hollowing-out of city centers in the various regions.

Accordingly, based on the municipal basic plan and municipal masterplan of city planning, the traffic environment will be
improved, effective and high-level tand utilization promoted, and various city functions such as commerce, residence,
human interaction, etc,. will be enhanced and revitalized as steps toward comprehensive urban development which utilizes
the autonoimy of regional authonties. This will promote the rebuilding of town centers as centers for regional interaction

and regional economy, supporting more diverse activities by Jocal citizens and employees and allowing high-level business

activities to be undertaken, including the development of new business by domestic and foreign companies. It will also help
create an attractive business environment and maintain Japan's dynamism.

+ « From the above perspective, based on the following point of view, comprehensive measures will be examined on the

basis of cooperation between the relevant ministries and agencies during 1997, and the necessary measures will be
implemented promptly:

(1) Reconstruction of urban functions

Further development of the various types of infrastructure such as roads, parking facilities and amenity spaces, leading to
the improvement of the traffic environment; promotion of effective and high-level land utilization; promotion of the
location and agglomeration of the various types of public facilities and utilities, accommodation, and commercial and
business premises, etc.

(i1) Promotion of commercial revitalization and the agglomeration of industrial and business functions

Further improvement of the attractiveness of commercial agglomeration in city centers by developing different types of
commerce; promotion of agglomeration of industrial and business functions and support for the implementation of various

types of revitalization ventures in commerce and services, etc., such as promotion of greater information access through
computerization.

1. Restraint of the public burden from the standpoint of maintaining economic vitality
The increasing public burden on the people, workers, and firms duc to progression toward an aging society will be a

restrictive factor of economic activity. The Government will strive to restrain the public burden by improving the efticiency
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e public sector as a whole including social security, national and local government finances and will review the system
chieving appropriate levels of benefits and burdens while the condition of public finances will be taken into account.

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The Way Forward

l he purpose of this paper is to present before you some thoughts on the future course

of our nation and how we should go about to attain our objective of developing Malaysia
into an industrialised country. Also outlined are some measures that should be in place in

the shorter term so that the foundations can be laid for the long journey towards that
ultimate objective.

* Hopefully the Malaysian who is born today and in the years to come will be the last
generation of our citizens who will be living in a country that is called 'developing'.

The ultimate objective that we should aim for is a Malaysia that is a fully developed
country by the year 2020.

* What, you might rightly ask, is 'a fully developed country'? Do we want to be like
any particular country of the present 19 countries that are generally regarded as
'developed countries'? Do we want to be like the United Kingdom, like Canada, like
Holland, like Sweden, like Finland, like Japan? To be sure, each of the 19, out of a
world community of more than 160 states, has its strengths. But each also has its
fair share of weaknesses. Without being a duplicate of any of them we can still be
developed. We should be a developed country in our own mould.

* Malaysia should not be developed only in the economic sense. It must be a nation
that 1s fully developed along all the dimensions: economically, politically, socially,
spiritually, psychologically and culturally. We must be fully developed in terms of
national unity and social cohesion, in terms of our economy, in terms of social

justice, political stability, system of government, quality of life, social and spiritual
values, national pride and confidence.

Malaysia As A Fully Developed Country -
One Definition

* By the year 2020, Malaysia can be a united nation, with a confident Malaysian
society, infused by strong moral and ethical values, living in a society that is
democratic, liberal and tolerant, caring, economically just and equitable,
progressive and prosperous, and in full possession of an economy that is
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competitive, dynamic, robust and resilient.

There can be no fully developed Malaysia until we have finally overcome the nine
central strategic challenges that have confronted us from the moment of our birth as
an independent nation.

The first of these is the challenges of establishing a united Malaysian nation with a
sense of common and shared destiny. This must be a nation at peace with itself,
territorially and ethnically integrated, living in harmony and full and fair

partnership, made up of one 'Bangsa Malaysia' with political loyalty and dedication
to the nation.

The second is the challenge of creating a psychologically liberated, secure, and
developed Malaysian Society with faith and confidence in itself, justifiably proud of
what it 1s, of what it has accomplished, robust enough to face all manner of
adversity. This Malaysian Society must be distinguished by the pursuit of
excellence, fully aware of all its potentials, psychologically subservient to none, and
respected by the peoples of other nations.

The third challenge we have always faced is that of fostering and developing a
mature democratic society, practising a form of mature consensual,

community-oriented Malaysian democracy that can be a model for many developing
countries.

The fourth is the challenge of establishing a fully moral and ethical society, whose
citizens are strong in religious and spiritual values and imbued with the highest of
ethical standards.

The fifth challenge that we have always faced is the challenge of establishing a
matured liberal and tolerant society in which Malaysians of all colours and creeds
are free to practise and profess their customs, cultures and religious beliefs and yet
feeling that they belong to one nation.

The sixth is the challenge of establishing a scientific and progressive society, a
society that is innovative and forward-looking, one that is not only a consumer of
technology but also a contributor to the scientific and technological civilisation of
the future.

The seventh challenge is the challenge of establishing a fully caring society and a
caring culture, a social system in which society will come before self, in which the
welfare of the people will revolve not around the state or the individual but around
a strong and resilient family system.

The eighth is the challenge of ensuring an economically just society. This is a

society in which there is a fair and equitable distribution of the wealth of the nation,
in which there is full partnership in economic progress. Such a society cannot be in
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place so long as there is the identification of race with economic function, and the
identification of economic backwardness with race.

The ninth challenge is the challenge of establishing a prosperous society, with an
economy that is fully competitive, dynamic, robust and resilient.

We have already come a long way towards the fulfilment of these objectives. The
nine central objectives listed need not be our order of priorities over the next three
decades. Most obviously, the priorities of any moment in time must meet the
specific circumstances of that moment in time.

But it would be surprising if the first strategic challenge which I have mentioned
-the establishment of a united Malaysian nation -is not likely to be the most
fundamental, the most basic.

Since much of what I will say this morning will concentrate on economic
development, let me stress yet again that the comprehensive development towards
the developed society that we want -however each of us may wish to define it
-cannot mean material and economic advancement only. Far from it. Economic
development must not become the be-all and the end-all of our national endeavours.

Since this Council must concentrate on the issues of economic development and
economic social justice, which for this nation must go hand in hand for the
foreseeable future, let me expand on the perception of the central strategic
challenges with regard to these two vital objectives.

At this point it is well to define in greater detail the objective of establishing an
economucally just society.

Of the two prongs of the NEP no one is against the eradication of absolute poverty
-regardless of race, and irrespective of geographical location. All Malaysians,
whether they live in the rural or the urban areas, whether they are in the south,
north, east or west, must be moved above the line of absolute poverty.

This nation must be able to provide enough food on the table so that not a solitary
Malaysian is subjected to the travesty of gross under-nourishment. We must
provide enough by way of essential shelter, access to health facilities, and all the
basic essentials. A developed Malaysia must have a wide and vigorous middle class
and must provide full opportunities for those in the bottom third to climb their way
out of the pit of relative poverty.

The second prong, that of removing the identification of race with major economic
function is also acceptable except that somehow it is thought possible to achieve
this without any shuffling of position. If we want to build an equitable society than
we must accept some affirmative action. This will mean that in all the major and
important sectors of employment, there should be a good mix of the ethnic groups
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that make up the Malaysian nation. By legitimate means we must ensure a fair
balance with regard to the professions and all the major categories of employment.
Certainly we must be as interested in quality and merit. But we must ensure the
healthy development of a viable and robust Bumiputera commercial and industrial
community.

A developed Malaysia should not have a society in which economic backwardness
is identified with race. This does not imply individual income equality, a situation in
which all Malaysians will have the same income. This is an impossibility because
by sheer dint of our own individual effort, our own individual upbringing and our
individual preferences, we will all have different economic worth, and will be
financially rewarded differently. An equality of individual income as propounded by
socialists and communists is not only not possible, it is not desirable and is a
formula for disaster.

But I do believe that the narrowing of the ethnic income gap, through the legitimate
provision of opportunities, through a closer parity of social services and
infrastructure, through the development of the appropriate economic cultures and
through full human resource development, is both necessary and desirable. We
must aspire by the year 2020 to reach a stage where no-one can say that a particular
ethnic group 1s inherently economically backward and another is economically
inherently advanced. Such a situation 1s what we must work for -efficiently,
effectively, with fairness and with dedication.

" A full partnership in economic progress” cannot mean full partnership in poverty.
It must mean a fair balance with regard to the participation and contribution of all
our ethnic groups -including the Bumiputeras of Sabah and Sarawak -in the
high-growth, modern sectors of our economy. It must mean a fair distribution with
regard to the control, management and ownership of the modern economy.

In order to achieve this economically just society, we must escalate dramatically
our programmes for national human resource development. There is a need to
ensure the creation of an economically resilient and fully competitive Bumiputera
community so as to be at par with the NonBumiputera community. There is need
for a mental revolution and a cultural transformation. Much of the work of pulling
ourselves up by our boot-straps must be done ourselves. In working for the
correction of the economic imbalances, there has to be the fullest emphasis on
making the needed advances at speed and with the most productive results -at the
lowest possible economic and societal cost.

With regard to the establishment of a prosperous society, we can set many
aspirational goals. I believe that we should set the realistic (as opposed to
aspirational) target of almost doubling our real gross domestic product every ten
years between 1990 and 2020 AD. If we do this, our GDP should be about eight
times larger by the year 2020 than it was in 1990. Our GDP in 1990 was 115 billion
Ringgit. Our GDP in 2020 should therefore be about 920 billion Ringgit in real
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(1990 Ringgit) terms.

This rapid growth will require that we grow by an average of about 7 per cent (in
real terms) annually over the next 30 years. Admittedly this is on optimistic
projection but we should set our sights high if we are to motivate ourselves into
striving hard. 30. We must guard against 'growth fixation’, the danger of pushing for
growth figures oblivious to the needed commitment to ensure stability, to keep
inflation low, to guarantee sustainability, to develop our quality of life and standard
of living, and the achievement of our other social objectives. It will be a difficult
task, with many peaks and low points. But I believe that this can be done

In the 1960s, we grew by an annual average of 5.1 per cent; in the 1970s, the first
decade of the NEP, Malaysia grew by an average of 7.8 per cent; in the 1980s,
because of the recession years, we grew by an annual average of 5.9 per cent.

If we take the last thirty years, our GDP rose annually in real terms by an average
of 6.3 per cent. If we take the last twenty years, we grew by an annual average of
6.9 per cent. What 1s needed is an additional 0.1 per cent growth. Surely if we all
pull together God willing this 0.1% can be achieved.

If we do succeed, and assuming roughly a 2.5 per cent annual rate of population
growth, by the year 2020, Malaysians will be four times richer (in real terms) than
they were in 1990. That is the measure of the prosperous society we wish and
hopefully we can achieve.

Being globally competitive assures an
improvement in the Filipino's quality of life. The
prosperity we envision comes from a wider spread of competitive
industries -- in terms of sectors and their regional locations, with
the more efficient development of SMEs which serve as our base
of industnial strength. This will allow us to open bigger overseas
markets in addition to our domestic market. Competitiveness is the

only assurance that we can sustain our growth in the future and get
beyond where we are now.

Another guiding principle is countrywide involvement. Strategies
are pursued both by the Top-Down approach and by the
Bottom-Up approach on a countrywide basis. The latter is very
important to be able to harness the talents and experience of local
government units and their constituents. They must be involved in

trade and expoit development efforts and industry and investment
activities.

The third principle is towards better knowledge of what customers
prefer in various international regions, their purchase motivations,
their trade and distribution regions, and the appropriate entry

positions of our products/services from a marketing point of view.

 Where Are We and Where Are We Going?

Structural reform policies to liberalize the business environment
and gear it towards global competitiveness has indeed started to
bear fruit. Once labelled as the "Sick Man of Asia”, we are now

~ Asia's newest star performer. Recently, most economic forecasters

described the Philippines as the region's "flavor of the year." We
are now one of the most promising emerging markets in the world.
The Philippines alone has bucked the downward trend in export
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growth that has characterized Southeast Asian economies.

We continue to run on a higher growth track. In 1996, we grew by
7%. Industry and services posted rates over 5%, agriculture grew
by almost 3%. The over 20% increase in our exports over the past
three years is something to crow about, being No. 1 in Asia. Net
mvestment inflows in the past year are higher by 178% over the
level in the same period last year.

The verdict is clear: we are catching up with our neighbors. The
latest World Competitiveness Report showed our overall ranking
moving up from rank 35 to 31 last year. We moved up well ahead
of Indonesia and we now rub elbows with Thailand.

But we still have a long way to go to achieve the goals of
Philippines 2000: GNP growth at 10%; GNP per capita at $1,500;
countryside involvement (higher growth indices in all regions);
poverty level at 30% from 50%; more jobs with reduced
unemployment level of 6%; and more worthwhile jobs (15%
underemployment).

Why Polevault?

We are way behind where we deserve to be -- the result of years of
neglect, complacency, and wastages. Thus, we need to move

ahead at a pace faster than other countries did when they were just
starting. We can learn from their experience, avoid their mistakes,

and use new technologies not available before. That means we can
work smarter.

A decade ago, Southeast Asia was very much behind in
telecommunications. To catch up, most countries embraced
cellular phones and pagers, went directly to digital systems and
satellite transmissions, installed fibre optic lines, thereby
expanding phone ownership by multiples of 5 to 10. Today, most

countries in the region have telecommunication service equal to if
~ not better than some Western countries.

Indeed, there is greater urgency for us today to bring our people to
a decent quality of life after decades of stagnation. We must
accelerate the speed at which we tap our tremendous potential for
sustamed long term growth and development. It would be
inexcusable and unpardonable for us to allow our potentials to
remain untapped until the next century with so many of our people
still living in poverty. At the shortest possible time, we must
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upgrade the quality of life of the greater number of Filipinos to
more decent levels. Ambitious Targets, Urgency, Working Smarter
-- these are the three implications of the word "Polevault”.

o Introduction

[ stand before you today, solemnly and acutely aware of the immense responsibility placed
on my shoulders, to take the helm of our foreign policy at this critical juncture. While
humanity has arrived at a historic crossroads and is preparing for the new millenium,
Korea is faced with critical challenges. As Korea's democracy has reached its maturity with

the first transfer of power from the ruling to the opposition party in 50 years, our economy
1s in throes of unprecedented crises.

For the first time since our first President Syngman Rhee's administration we are blessed
with a "Foreign Policy President”, who will provide leadership in diplomacy and
international relations with a firm vision and profound insight. I will devote myself to
fulfilling the promise of President Kim Dae-jung, so that the newly inaugurated
"Government of the People” could pursue foreign policies that would serve the interests of,
and enjoy the full support from, the people.

[tis my firm belief that in a democracy, a foreign policy that fails to win the support of the
people 1s doomed to failure. Therefore, everybody in our Ministry, including myself,

should spare no effort in fully explaining our policy objectives to the people and seeking
their endorsement.

Given the pressing challenges which exist before us such as the current economic crisis,
securing a bipartisan support is needed more than ever. I therefore call upon everyone in
our Ministry to join me in enhancing the understanding of, and securing support for, our
policies in political circles.

Today I will take office as the 27th Minister of Foreign Affairs since the foundation of our
government. As the first Minister of Foreign Affairs and Trade, I am entrusted with a

historic mission to revive our economy and lift our country to the ranks of the advanced
nations in the 21st century.

I believe that the creation of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade is based upon a

critical reflection of our diplomacy during the past half century and will also serve as a
milestone that sets the direction for our future foreign policy.

[ am entrusted with the duty to open a new chapter of our foreign policy on the basis of the

solid footing laid by my 26 predecessors. I look forward to an enthusiastic cooperation
from all of you here.

Since we will have more opportunities to discuss specific policies as I get to know my
work better, I will confine myself today to sharing briefly my views on the immediate
challenges facing our Ministry.

a Major Policy Tasks
(Economic and Trade Diplomacy)

Needless to say, at this point, we have to place the highest priority on surmounting the
ongoing economic Crisis. '

There would be no denying that the most urgent and important task given to us is to get our
economy out of the IMF-aided crisis management at an earliest possible time.

Following the leadership of President Kim Dae-jung who declared himself a "salesman”,
we should pursue a fervent economic and trade diplomacy.

Economic and trade dipiomacy is not the exclusive responsibility of the "Office of Minister
of State for Trade" nor of the economic officers in our overseas missions. Whether posted
in Seoul or abroad, whether in the political division or the consular division, we all should
bear in mind the central question at the present time; in what way can we contribute to
expanding exports, inducing foreign investment and upgrading our international credit
rating?

We should also ask ourselves to what extent our diplomatic network has been helpful to

the overseas activities of Korean companies, and try to find ways to strengthen our support
for the private sector.

In particular, we have painfully realized during the recent financial crisis that we were far
behind the trends of the international financial sector and our basis of cooperation with
international financial institutions was woefully fragile. Therefore, the newly inaugurated
Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade, which is to oversee every aspect of our foreign
relations, should play a leading role in this area.

President Kim Dae-jung will pursue an active economic diplomacy at the summit-level in
order to overcome the current economic difficulties. In close cooperation with other related
ministries, our Ministry should assist him to conduct a more systematic and substantive
summit diplomacy.

(Diplomacy Toward Unification )
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In his inaugural address, President Kim presented a new framework of reconciliation and
cooperation designed to foster progress in South-North relations and build a solid
foundation for reunification. Implementation of the South-North Basic Agreement can lead
to advancement in inter-Korea relationship by promoting reconciliation and cooperation,
and facilitating the establishment of peace.

As we have learned from the reunification ot Germany, creating a favorable regional
atmosphere that can fulfil necessary and sufticient conditions for reunification is a key to
solution. While the dialogue and cooperation between the parties directly involved are no
doubt important, this can only be achieved by skillful exercise of foreign policy.

During past administrations, there existed some confusion and disorder in the process of
implementing the unification policy. In the new government, therefore, we need cohesive
teamwork among various ministries if we are to pursue the unification policy in an
integrated manner. With the National Security Council at the center, all relevant Ministries
must work closely together.

By realizing the exchange of special envoys for the purpose of implementing the
South-North Basic Agreement, we must strive to normalize inter-Korean dialogue. Then,
the South and the North will be able to engage in serious discussions on the issues relating
to reunification.

Four-Party talks, comprising the South, the North, China and the U.S., is the centerpiece of
our foreign policy for reunification. Therefore, we ought to endeavor to put the Four-Party
Talks on 1ts substantive irack so that a lasting peace regime will be established on the
Korean Peninsula as soon as possible. As the Four-Party talks makes progress and when
we arrive at a stage where agreement is reached on a new peace regime, constructive roles
of four powers including Japan and Russia will be necessary to help guarantee such an
agreement, given the security environment in Northeast Asia.

(Foreign Policy towards the Four Powers)

[t cannot be denied that our foreign policy towards the four neighboring powers represents
the most essential diplomatic task for our survival and prosperity. As the pillar of our
security, the relations with the United States have and will continue to play a central role in
our foreign policy.

With 1ts magnanimous consumer market, the United States is also our lareest tradine

o o o
partner, while at the same time posing numerous challenges to our economic and trade
policy due to the current account deficit and occasional trade disputes.

Drawing from a lesson during the recent financial crisis, I believe that we need to utilize

our wise judgments to harmonize both the importance of Korea-U.S. security relationship
and the complementary nature of our economic ties.

Our relations with Japan are burdened with numerous tangled issues ranging from

problems relating to history to the recent unilateral withdrawal from the bilateral fisheries
agreement. Considering the emotional elements involving peoples of both nations, we
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should deal with Korea-Japan relations with utmost care and prudence.

Although various pending issues between Korea and Japan cannot be resolved easily, I
believe that progress can be made by pursuing future-oriented dialogues. We must
recognize that the strengthening of friendly and cooperative bilateral relations 1s essential
to promoting security and economic prosperity of both nations,

We need to approach our relations with China and Russia in a sincere and profound
manner. Both countries should be recognized as vital partners in our efforts to maintain
peace on the Korean Peninsula and pursue reunification. They are also huge potential
markets for our exports and can contribute greatly toward our economic recovery.

Past historical experience clearly demonstrates that we require the assistance of all four
regional powers if we are to resolve the problems on the Korean Peninsula. Therefore, we
should keep strengthening our relations with all of them in the years ahead.

(Relations with EU and ASEAN Nations)

We should enhance our relations with the member states of the European Union which is
one of the prime movers in the post Cold War era.

Mindful of the symbolic significance attached to President Kim's decision to participate in
the ASEM Summit in his first overseas trip, we will endeavor to reinforce our relations
with the EU nations as a cooperative pillar that will complement our ties with the four
regional powers.

In our efforts to overcome the present economic crisis, the extent to which we forge closer
ties with the EU and how capably we explore their markets will be of great significance.

Furthermore, the past experiences of the European nations - a history of division and
reunification, and their successful regional integration - will certainly provide valuable
lessons to us when we pursue our own reunification and subsequently maintain a united
Korea.

Relations with the ASEAN nations are particularly important to us considering geographic
proximity and growing economic ties. Since the ongoing financial crisis in ASEAN nations
will directly affect our nation, we should cooperate with them to overcome the current
Crisis.

(Cooperation with Developing Countries)

We will continue to strengthen cooperative relations with developing countries in Africa,
Middle East, and Latin America and Caribbean region. Closer ties with these regions,
which have the potential to become a significant export market for us and are endowed
with vast natural resources, will contribute to the sustained development of our economy.
We will also endeavor to promote South-South cooperation by sharing with developing
nations our experiences and knowhow that have been accumulated in the course of Korea's
economic development.
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(Diplomacy in the Cultural Area)

As the President emphasized in his inaugural address, the center of our diplomacy in the
21st century will gravitate toward economic and cultural spheres. This will in turn make
nations compete with each other more vigorously in cultural domain.

[n the past, our efforts to make known our brilliant arts and culture to the rest of the world
have been less than adequate, as we focused on publicizing our achievements in the

economic sector. As a result, we have not attained a balanced projection of Korea's image
on the world scene.

Bearing in mind that a nation's overall image translates directly into its global
competiiveness, we will strive to pursue substantive arts and cultural diplomacy that can

contribute to the export of our products overseas. I look forward to your creative minds
and proactive attitude.

We also must note that our national prestige will be heightened as Korea's culture adds to
the development of entire civilization

(Ethnic Koreans Residing Overseas)

5.5 million ethnic Koreans living overseas are our priceless assets. President Kim stated at
the inauguration that fostering closer ties with fellow compatriots and protecting their
legitimate interests will be one of the main foreign policy tasks of the new government.
Now that the Overseas Compatriots Foundation has been established as a subsidiary organ
to our Ministry, the Foundation is to aid our compatriots to maintain their identities as
Koreans and support their efforts to move into the mainstream of their adopted countries.

As our overseas activities become more active, more of our citizens including
businessmen, students and tourists are going abroad. Needless to say, it is one of our

important responsibilities to protect them and make certain that their legitimate rights and
interests are not unjustly encroached upon.

o The Establishment of a New Foreign Policy Structure

With the extensive restructuring of government, our Ministry now needs to address dual
challenges, internal and external.

First, we must address the question of how we can maximize our capacity in trade

diplomacy by efficiently operating the newly established Office of Minister of State for
Trade.

As you know, it is very important to foster an environment conducive to cooperation
between the staff at the existing Trade Bureau in the Foreign Ministry and the incoming
statf from the former Ministry of Trade and Industry. Moreover, added efforts should be
made to break away from conventional mind-set as the new organization will introduce the
concept of the team system, the first such attempt in the government sector. In order to
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accomodate and develop the new system, all the ministry staff, not only those in trade
offices, are required to cooperate.

Second, on the external front, there has been a great deal of change to the functions and
organization of the Office of the President and the Prime Minister, as well as those of
various ministries. We can say that both the functions and prestige of our Ministry have
increased. Yet, we must not gloat. I call on everyone here to do his or her best to maintain
a smooth working relationship with relevant agencies, including budget offices and the
policy coordination bureau to be established within the Prime Minister's Office.

We must bear in mind that it will be quite unrealistic to anticipate a successful outcome
from our diplomatic activities without persuading, and securing the support from, relevant
agencies in Seoul.

In this regard, we should heed criticism and advice that came out in the process of
government reorganization. While the negative perception of our Ministry held by some
cannot be improved overnight, I nevertheless hope that all of you gathered here today will
join me in exerting strenuous efforts to improve our image, with the determination that we
must restore a familial honor.

(Building a Vibrant Organization through Constant Reform)

For an organization to survive and evolve, 1t needs constant reform and change. We must
accept today's reform measures as opportunities for development and growth of our
organization. By continuously seeking out our shortcomings and reiorming them, we can
expect further development of our organization. I count upon your spirit of innovation in
meeting such challenges.

(The Organization that Upholds Principles of Rotation and Equal Opportunities)

Our Ministry is unique in that we have currently over 145 overseas missions and foreign
service officers are rotated between posts in Seoul and overseas missions. This creates
problems in terms of assignment and timing of the posting. However, [ will do my best to
ensure that interests of each member of the staff will not unduly suffer due to the unique
traits of our organization wherever you are stationed.

(The Organization that Never Fails to Reward Hard Work)

No one here will disagree with me when I say that hard work should be rewarded.
Accidents are bound to occur when we get to drive a car, yet we cannot reach our
destination without first sitting behind the wheel. We do not need someone who
hitch-hikes to get from here to there. Instead, a hard worker is one we need and should be
compensated for his or her contribution, even though some may occasionally run into
minor accident.

(A Solemn Occasion where Newcomers Join the Family)

Today we are gathered here to celebrate the occasion where the staffs of the three
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ministries - Ministry of Foreign Aftairs, Mimstry of Trade and Industry and Minstry of
Finance and Economy - become one single famiiy. Today's occasion also marks the birth
of a new Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade. Ensuring smooth operation and
recruitment of the Office of Minister of State for Trade and other numerous tasks are ahead

of us. [ call on everyone to work together so that we can meet the high expectation of the
people.

o Conclusion

To pool our collective wisdom, I believe we should encourage dialogue and discussions

within our organization. I will keep open all channels of communication to listen to your
constructive opinions.

As your Minister, I will exert all my efforts to ensure transparency in organizational and
budgetary operation, and enhance fairness in personnel affairs. Especially, I will respect
the function and roles bestowed upon the Personnel Committee.

Everyone of us represents the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Trade, regardless of our
ranks and responsibilities, from the Minister to a clerk at the window of the passport
division or an employee at consular section of our overseas missions. Image of our
diplomacy depends on all of us.

[ am aware that a few instances of favoritism in personnel affairs undermined the harmony
of the organization in the past. While I serve as Minister, one's capability, dedication and
ability to work with others will be the sole criteria for personnel decisions. No longer must
we be criticized as a group of egoistic individuals.

[nternal harmony and a close working relationship will be essential to conducting
diplomatic activities successfully. In this regard, I strongly hope that excessive competition
among the staff that can hurt the harmony of the entire organization will not reoccur in the
future.

In particular, there should never be another instances of calling out outside influence in
personnel matters. I will try to create an atmosphere in which those who indulge in such
inappropriate behavior will not be tolerated.

Once again, it is my great honor to get to work with you as your Minister. [ may not be
able to take care of all the details as I try to draw the big picture. [ hope that senior officials
and director generals will assume their respective roles with proper authority and a sense of
responsibility. I also ask for the warm support of all the staff of our Ministry.

Finally, I wish you and all your family the best of luck. I also extend my best wishes to all
the staff of our overseas missions who are working to promote national interests far from
home, and to all their families. Thank you.
